PENALTY SYSTEM

Penalties will be in accordance with rules 44.1 and 44.2, rule 44.3, will not apply. 
9
FLEETS AND SCORING
9.1 
The results of the first 4 craft from each team in each race will count. No discards will be applied.

9.2 
The Fast Fleet comprises craft with a PN 1134 and below (Enterprise, Wayfarer and faster).  Any boat entered in the Fast Fleet with a handicap above 1134 will be assigned a handicap of 1134.
9.3 
The Slow Fleet comprises craft with a PN 1135 and above (GP14 and slower)

9.4 
The Youth Fleet comprises any craft where the helm and crew are 18 years or younger on 31 December 2021.

9.5 
Results will be calculated using the RYA PN for each craft published for 2021. If no PN is published then the PN normally used at Hollowell Sailing Club will apply.

9.6
In the case of a dispute the Race Officers decision shall be final.

RADIO COMMUNICATION


Except in an emergency, a boat shall neither make radio transmissions while racing nor receive radio communications not available to all boats. This restriction also applies to mobile telephones.

The Warwick Trophy will be awarded to the team with the lowest aggregate score.
